Please try to keep all 
correspondence to the school between 7.30am and 6pm. Any correspondence after 6pm will not 
be replied to until the next day. Please check DOJO for messages.  
 
You will have seen that the KS2 playground has been resurfaced and the marking will be in place 
after the October half term.  
 
Start of the School Day 

The school day starts at 8.45 am children can access the academy from both KS1 and KS2 
playgrounds. The gates are opened at 8.35am. Mrs. Laity and I are available on the gates to 
speak to you between these times.  Please try to be on time as we have had a few late arrivals, 
and this has an impact on learning. 5 minutes a day is 25 minutes a week which has had a huge 
impact.  If you are struggling with the start of the morning routines, please speak to us to arrange 
support. Alternatively, the school breakfast club starts at 7.45am which is free to pupil premium 
children.

I am sure you valued the opportunity to speak to class teachers as they explained the curriculum 
topics for the year ahead and visits.  Please don’t worry if you were unable to attend. There will be 
a written account of what was covered in each class meeting, and these will be published on 
DOJO.  
 
Food Bank 
We hope to continue with deliveries of food from Tracy’s Street Kitchen and other sources 
provided by the academy. Remember there is a small wooden storage container outside of 
reception. This will be opened at the beginning of the day. Please feel free to help yourself and 
please remember to bring your own bag and a small donation. 
 
Please continue to check the school website and Class DOJO for up-to-date information on what 
is happening in school and important dates. The event calendar for the year has already started to 
fill up and is below on the next page, so you can see what we have in store for your child(ren). We 
have listened to feedback and there will be ‘coffee and crafts’ parent sessions each half term 
and we are also running educational workshops the first set are ‘Multiply Maths support’ run by 
west Notts College here at Mansfield Primary, starting Wednesday 20th September.
